What is Plagiarism?
Plagiarism is representing another person’s work as your own. To do so amounts to intellectual theft. Academic honesty is a very serious issue especially with the way everything is digitized today.  Students can research, create, and present an entire project in electronic form in almost any class today.  Making certain that the words a student uses are his or her own is extremely important. 
Student Instruction on Plagiarism
Students receive very explicit instructions on how to use sources properly.  This includes how to cite a source and how to properly quote another person’s words when appropriate.  Students are well aware that to take another person’s words and simply change a few to synonyms without citing the source is still plagiarism.  It is important to note that Communication Arts teachers also cover this issue in detail with students as well.
How We Handle Plagiarism
If there is ever a case of plagiarism, it is the OJHS policy to give the student a zero on the assignment and refer the student to the Counselors’ Office.  Make sure your work is in your own words!  This is particularly important in the digital age.
